         Firstly; L1, L2, L3, L4 and L5 were cleaned. Secondly; the photographs of some pieces of the same vessel which did not be taken on Jul 17,2002 were taken (KT16; 570.58) and they were taken off. 

         L1 (4m from north baulk, 1m from west and east baulks, -around- 4m from south baulk), L3 (it was a rock area) and L5 (6m from north baulk, 1m from west and east baulks, 2m from south baulk) took the same locus name, L6, because these areas had same feature. (Explain this a bit more: what you mean to say is that once L3 was removed, you named all the areas below it L6 because they had the same soil color/texture/etc.) The elevations of L6 were taken and it was dug 10cm to see that were there any finds and any different feature. There were lots of pottery and bones. On the N.E. part of L6 there were huge pottery pieces, and near them a pottery, which was white color and thin was found and also there were lots of origin soil (I think you mean redeposited virgin clay = red clay with white limestone pebble inclusions). On the S.E. part of L6, there was a huge piece of bone. Its elevations and photographs were taken and it was taken off. 

         L6 has clay loam texture feature. The color of soil brown and the soil is soft.

         After digging 10cm on L6, it was cleaned and its elevations and photographs were taken.
