We began today by extending L 17 which is a locus designed to get us down to the area of the stone wall/wall foundation L19.  L17 had large amounts of pottery present.  After digging for about 20cm there was a slight soil change.  The color was different and the soil seemed more like little pellets.  I changed to L 18.  We had pushed through the topsoil and were now in subtopsoil or another type of fill.  I got some opening photos of the new locus and we began digging again.  We found a small fragment of a grindstone which I made a small find and treated accordingly.


Our goal was to remove L 18 all the way to the south baulk.  We were not able to finish this.  In fact we only got about a third of the way there.  We will continue this process tomorrow when Nergiz returns.
