Trench 15

July 9, 2002


Trench F15 was opened today July 9, 2002. The trench is located immediately West of F13 and the nearest altitude datum is at 570.82 meters. This trench was originally measured as a ten by ten meters (10 x 10 m) by for now we will open up a one by nine meter (1 x 9 m) stretch of it on its most western meter.


Depending on daily worker availability we may work on this trench sporadically. Our intentions at this point are to determine on a wide area the existence or rather the former occupational characteristics of the lower town at Kenan Tepe and how we may tie those new discoveries unto existence levels already uncovered in area F. Obviously as the excavation may uncover signs of architecture the trench may then be expanded to the East. Our initial concern calls for the quick removal of the overburden layers, this means that the top 0.40 to 0.50 meters will be displaced quickly. In the initial hour we removed 0.23 meter.


One other thing to note is that I am excavating the top layers as one locus (L # 1) and not collecting any materials now but will collect after the opening day.
