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Today our aim had been to get down to a more definite level of the cobbles, better articulate and make sense of the rocks (L 21) near the middle of the cut, and work on the hard surface along the West baulk of the 1 by 9 meter trench. As the first task was reached I switched gears and decided instead to take another meter South to continue to look for cobbles and to have a better understanding concerning locus 21. But in any case the surface of cobbles (L 6) appears to be getting narrower as they go into the baulk and out of sight.  


Again we kept the same loci numbers as per stratigraphy from the 2 by 2 cut and collected accordingly. In this endeavor our floating East baulk suffered somewhat but we managed to get to the point where more rocks may start showing up. The hard surface in the baulk continues but it needs to be looked at more carefully.

One other interesting thing to note is the apparent look of bricks in the very NE corner of the open part of the trench. Here one can see white lines for two maybe three bricks which could be in line as part of whatever locus 2 was.

Tomorrow we need to finish the new cut and try to put it all together.
