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Alright, here I am back on the Tepe.  My foot is still somewhat swollen, but the incredible wonder drug Cipro has been destroying all infections in my body.   Thus, we return to the site.  Today was a pretty exciting and productive day.  We found a wall.  That means we have architecture.  Architecture is important.  But I am getting ahead of myself.  Let’s explain how we got down to the wall.  

Began the day by going down a little further down in the pit 1065 that we had excavated two days ago when I was last on the site.  After digging down only a couple of centimeters it became obvious that this area was no longer the pit as there was a significant color change to a much darker brown, almost black earthy soil.  We started a new locus and called it L1067.  Also, before we dug today we could see that a portion of what was the pit had become very hard, so we actually excavated that as a new locus L1068.  This area was about four cm deep.  After digging down on this harder area we were level with L1067 and it appeared to be the same thing, so we made the portion under L1068 part of L1067.  

Started a new locus L1066.  The actual locus division was somewhat arbitrary, as the only reason why we divided the trench was for control purposes, although this would have been a new locus, since it was the fill underneath the hard clay surface.  So basically what I am saying is that making a new locus wasn’t arbitrary, but choosing to place it in this place and not all over the trench was more a matter of control than a matter of a huge difference.  Anyway, we found a very cool SMALL FIND, a black oblong bead in this locus (KT3).

After blasting through what appeared to merely be fill we cleaned up.  The fill area was now level with the previously established locus L1067.  After cleaning up we looked around and lo and behold we had come down on a wall.  We named this wall L1069.  Parameters are still undefined as we are looking to see where the wall continues.  We did that by chopping down on another fill section underneath L1060.  This arbitrary division we named L1070.  Not tons of artifacts found in this area, appeared to be the same fill material as L1066, which we had dug earlier in the day.  Didn’t appear that the wall continued underneath L1070. 

We need to spray and trowel and stuff like that to truly tell where the wall goes.  From there we can push down on the surfaces that must be next to a wall.  Pretty exciting stuff, and I hope that I can show the wall in relation to all of its accompanying stuff.
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
