Area F, Trench 1

August 14, 2002

We dug down in five different loci today, four smaller areas and one much larger area known as L1086, the Cobble Pathway.

L1095: Dug down about five cm in the area that we hadn’t already made level.  Most of this area dug was the dirt formerly under smaller cobble locus L1097.  We didn’t find much of interest in this area.

L1092:  After we finished with L1095 we went all the way towards the E baulk.  This caused us to change bags, as the fill in the SE corner of the trench is L1092.  Interestingly enough, now that we have dug down far enough in this area it looks like the section shows that the ashy area above this locus (L1077, L1094) was the end of the gray ashy area and now we are into one of the many brown loci.

L1093, L1099:  These are the two fill loci which were next to the large cobble surface (L1086).  L1093 is to the E of the cobbles and to the N of the wall L1069.  It was roughly in the shape of a triangle.  L1099 is a thin area that is bounded by the cobbles on the E and another wall L1096 on the W.  We took both of these areas down about 5 cm.  Not much of interest in these loci either.  

L1086:  After taking down the two loci previously talked about we had pedestaled the cobble surface L1086 which runs across the trench on the E side of the trench.  We decided to remove all of the cobbles.  We also decided to dig down and remove the layer of dirt directly below these cobbles to make the area where the cobbles were level with the area around it.  So we took down about 5 cm.  At the end of the 5 cm we seem to have a new kind of cobble surface which will probably be a new locus.  We will determine most of this tomorrow as we finished excavating the cobbles at the end of the day.  We took some micro-artifact soil samples for Andy from the cobble surface.  We also screened everything.  No artifacts were found during screening.  As stated before the larger cobbles appeared to end but there did appear to be a cobble surface comprised of smaller cobbles directly below the excavated locus.
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
