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Daily Trench Summary

Area F, Trench 1

August 15, 2002

This was a half day today here on the Tepe.  We basically had two different areas where we were pushing down to better understand.

We spent a good amount of time trying to better articulate the new cobble surface 1100 that had showed up directly underneath the cobble pathway L1086.  It was not as long though, as it went for about two meters beginning at the N baulk and going towards the S along the E baulk.  Plus the cobbles are smaller.  We articulated these cobbles and found where they stopped as far as they went to the south, but we didn’t have time to articulate them fully to the W which means they may continue for a small distance there.  

We also began the day by pushing down in the filly area L1095 where there were several large rocks appearing.  We were surprised to find that mostly directly underneath these large rocks was a cobble surface.  We actually think that this cobble surface may be cobble slump off of a former rock wall or something like this, since the large rocks are part of these smaller cobbles.  

There were no significant finds on this day, except for the articulation of these surfaces.  We then were done for the day.
