Trench 7

July 2, 2002

Today Nergiz and I opened the trench and the active loci for excavation.  We spent the morning cleaning and then spent the rest of the day identifying and opening loci.  

L7046 was opened first because it had been pedestaled from the previous year and we wanted to take down the elevation.  

L7047 seems to be a new surface, so we left this pedestaled in the trench until we

can excavate it further.


L7048 is fill in the NE corner that was at a lower elevation.


Another surface was coming up in the north area of the trench.  This is locus 7049.  


There are two pits that will be excavated tomorrow: L7050 and L7051. 


The walls of the structure that was coming up last year are clearly visible and are now L7053.  The probe that we did last year is still at a lower elevation and was opened as L7052.


The fill surrounding the outside of the structure is L7056 and the fill on the inside is L7057.  These are both large loci but will be used for cleaning debris left over from the off season.  After we remove a few centimeters the fill will be re-evaluated and separated accordingly.


The cranium from last years burial is missing, but there were some bones visible in the surrounding fill.  The burial is L7054 (the actual skeleton) and the fill surrounding the burial is L7055.  The bones comprising the skeleton that we collected are KT #7327.  We will leave this area mainly for Rick’s bone team to excavate.


Today the workmen took down L7046 to the same elevation as L7048.  Tomorrow we will close it and it should be the same locus as fill L7048.


Tomorrow we will dig the pits and take down the general elevation of the fill by 3-5 cms to clean off last year’s debris.
