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Today we started to remove the fill on the inside of the house.  We continued in the grid system.  Almost everyone worked with 1 square at a time and only one locus.  2 of the workmen had some more complicated areas as their square encompassed 2 loci.


Everytime we worked on one of our predetermined sample squares, we took 10-liter soil samples for microanalysis and 2-liter float samples.  After breakfast I realized that we should be screening everything, so we started to with E5, D7, F5, F6, F4, G4, and D5.  We will continue to screen the entire interior surface.


Chiara came to identify some of the bones in the trench.  Mainly she found cattle, sheep and goat bones.  Others she could not identify, but felt that they belonged in that category.  All of the bones she identified are on the dayplan with their plotted elevation.


We also took elevations for every square meter using the total station.  We ran into a slight problem at the end when we realized the instrument height had changed.  We are going to see if we can compare it to earlier elevations taken and fix the problem without having to reshoot them.


As far as what we are seeing, there is not a lot of debris under locus 7068.  We are only taking a few cms off of the top and it does not appear as though we are digging through a surface, so either we were on the surface or we have to take off a bit more to reach it.  Time will tell..


Tomorrow we will continue removing the interior surface and maybe take some more elevations down on the exterior L7067.
