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Today we started digging on the interior surface of L7068.  We had to finish the area against the western wall.  We took a soil sample for microanalysis and flotation from the corner of the structure 7053.  (This is quadrant G3 plus about 20 additional cms from G2 so we could catch everything in the corner).  Cengis worked in this area and found oven bricks.  One possible explanation for a 3-sided structure with an oven in the corner is possible butcher shop/wind shelter for the oven.


We then continued on the western exterior surface of the structure by taking down the elevation by a few cms.  We continued to sample 10% of the area and screened the loci against the structure.  Quadrants sampled for floatation include D1 and G1.


We cleaned surfaces 7049 and 7059 and took 1 spider shot of it.  The idea is that we are going to draw a top plan by and and add the surfaces spidered later.


The bone Team came down and began excavating burial 7054.  Things appear to be going well.  The bones are more articulated and should be extracted by Sunday.
