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Today we continued taking down the elevation on the exterior surface of structure 7053.  No particular item was found worth mentioning.  All of the dirt was screened, but no soil samples were taken.


We also took down the elevation on the borders of the trench that are not contained within the grid.  Each section along the baulk was assigned a KT# and material was collected as a whole area.


Cengis completely excavated L7066.  Unfortunately it had been articulated, but over the night, had fallen apart.  We did not take photos of it yesterday.  We have photos of this feature unarticulated.  It was a ring of pottery/rocks that had a goat medipodial in the center.  It was very cool…sorry about the lack of articulated photos!  We closed the locus after taking elevations.


After they finished, I began doing a measured top plan.  I did 1/3 of the trench on a 1:50 scale.  We decided a larger scale was necessary, so I will go out tomorrow to try and finish before work on Tuesday.
