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Today we started by cleaning the trench and taking elevations for every square.  After elevations were taken, we were ready to attack the trench.

We focused on the southern half of the trench and just continued pushing down elevation.  We found some carbon samples in L7072 (7072.13) and L7069 (7069.88).  We also found 2 obsidian blades: one in L7070 (7070.8) and one in L7069 (7069.94).  We also found a large rock with a hole in the middle next to the southwestern baulk – maybe a doorpost?  If so, it does not seem to be associated with structure 7053.

The other area of focus was trying to figure out the nature of structure 7053.  We dug the probe next to the wall (L7052) another 10 or so cms.  It appears as though the wall is only 1 course and that we are only cms. above where the surface would be located.

We also sectioned the northern wall of structure 7053 in a 25 cm. section.  Hopefully this will give us a greater understanding of the structure and its relationships before taking it apart.

Tomorrow we will continue pushing down elevation – maybe close these fill loci and hopefully prepare to excavate the surface!
