July 24, 2002

Today we continued pushing down elevation in the quadrants that remained in open loci.  Today this work was mainly done in L7069, L7070 and L7072.

Cengis took out the pottery smash in L7072.  We bagged the pots that obviously seemed to go together in the same KT bag and then assigned a block of KT#’s (27-30) and gave them to Debbie to wash together and mend.

As we excavated the other fill loci, we continued to sample soil for microanalysis at a 10% rate.  The area sampled changed slightly due to the more concrete nature of the loci.  The area sampled is reflected on the dayplan.  Also, there was not enough soil in G2 to get a full 10Liter sample, so I took 5 liters from 2 quadrants next to one another: G2 and F2.

We also worked in L7052.  The red definitely stops after one course but there is a lighter soil directly underneath.  We took out another 10 cms. To see if there were alternating courses that made up the wall.  Unfortunately, I got sick and was unable to evaluate the section.  If the wall does not continue, we will take it out tomorrow.

We are ready to close the current fill loci and open more.  The boundaries will stay the same until we determine that we are out of this context.
