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Trench 7

July 25, 2002

Today I started by closing the fill loci 7069, 7070, 7071, 7072, and 7073.  We had taken a layer of about 3-5 cms. Off of the top of the surfaces and we were able to close them.  We kept the same locus boundaries and opened a new set of fill loci – specifically 7074, 7075, 7076, 7077, and 7078.

We mainly focused on the interior surface area.  So far, there is no new appearance of any surface. However, based on the floor of pit 7050 and the section in probe 7052, it looks like we might be coming up on a surface in about 5 or so centimeters.

There were no notable finds today.  We will keep pushing down elevation and hopefully take down the wall before lab day on the 29th.
