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Today we started excavation right away.  We focused on exposing the wall by a few more cms. Before taking it out.  The work was concentrated in the southern half of the trench.

During excavation of L7076, we found that some large unidentified bones that we had unearthed were actually part of a human burial.  We covered the area with plastic and notified the bone team of its existence.  They should be coming down in the next few days to take it out.

I opened a locus in the central northern part of the trench.  It seemed to be related to surface 7059, perhaps it is a subfloor.  We took opening elevations and took it out.  The dirt was screened and a 10 liter microanalysis soil sample was taken.

After that, the wall was ready to come down.  I took photos of all sides and we excavated it square by square.  We took 4 mudbrick samples, but only 3 made it back in tact.  We also found a small ceramic ring/pendant/weight.  It is a small find and is 7053.3.

We were able to get the first part of the 1 course structure out.  There is still a bit more to excavate before we can close the locus.  Also, we were unable to take closing elevations, so we will do that on Tuesday.
