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Today we began working on what remained of structure L7053.  We got a majority of the walls taken down on Sunday, but we had a few more cms to go.  At first it appeared as though the wall was deeper on the south side than the north side.  The soil looked red.  In order to see if it was a real continuation, we cleaned and sprayed.  It turned out that it did not continue, the color difference was a result of the contrast between old dirt and newly excavated dirt, so I closed L7053.

I also went around the trench and collected the various pedestaled items while the quadrant system was still in use.  Mainly I collected a large potsherd, a doorpost, a weight and some bones.

We also opened a lot of new loci today.  We have finished using the quadrant system, so the new loci reflect the end of the context we were working with.  I opened L7080, 7081, 7082, 7083, 7084, 7085, 7086, 7087, 7088, 7089, and 7090.  The fill loci that were arbitrarily assigned were 7081, 7083, 7089 and 7090.  The fill loci that were assigned because they were at a higher elevation were 7080, 7082 and 7088.  There is a human burial that was assigned as L7084 and the fill around it is L7085.  There were some pits: L7086 and L7087.

I wanted to get the trench down to the same elevation, so we worked on fill loci 7080, 7082 and 7088.  Tomorrow we need to finish 7082 and then we will spray to see what may be in the trench.  Also, the burial people will be coming to take out burial L7084.
