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Today we started by spraying down the trench to get a better idea of what we are dealing with.  We found a few interesting things:  in the NE quadrant there is a large circular object that seems to have walls about 30 cms. thick and a large ashy material inside.  It was very clear when in was wet.  We took some pictures of it, but decided to go down 5 more cms to see if we can get a better idea of what it is.  This work is going on in L7083. While Cengis was taking down elevation in this area, he found a small figurine (7083.1).  Unfortunately, it is missing its head and its legs.  We were able to clear about ¼ of the locus.

We also worked in L7082 and finished taking down the excess elevation there.  The locus was closed today.

We started taking down elevation in L7089 and removed about ½ of the dirt.  We also found a really good carbon sample.

Other interesting features that might come up due to using the sprayer is an area of concentrated virgin soil in the SE quadrant and an area of what may be oven bricks that perhaps form a circle in the SW corner.
