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We began by sectioning feature L 7094 into east and west halves.  We took down the east half 5cm.  We are trying to expose and remove some of the large pottery pieces that are still there.  The western half of the feature has some areas of more hard packed earth.  The soil type in the center of the feature is somewhat hard to identify as it has been chewed up by root trails.  One section of the eastern half looks as if it could be a small remnant of a hard packed earth surface.  I have not yet given it a new locus.  I’d like to examine it further.  We are screening all the dirt that comes out of the area.


I also munselled the south baulk.  It has 3 definite layers which are very easy to define.  We will be drawing baulks today so this will make the task easier.


We also found out that 1 bucket of dirt = 8 liters.  This will help with the ratios and things when they’re extrapolating stuff about screening.


We pushed down 10cm in the eastern half of L 7094  We removed the pottery after taking numerous photos.  The piece previously though to be a lid was actually part of a broken pedestal base.


We then began to push down on the western half.  We left the area of the possible surface intact.  We found a hard clay area of chunky dirt that could be brick.  It looks like the burned mudbrick found by the southern end of wall L7073.


The small possible surface was determined to not be a surface by Cengis who then hacked it out while I was away.
