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We started by cleaning the trench then taking pictures of it.  We then took the closing elevations for yesterday.  We began by going down 10cm in L6 across the whole trench.  While doing so we found a star shaped pottery medallion (?  For lack of a better description.  It was round with the points of the star shape on it.)  with a hole in the center.  It was KT 7 in L 6.  I made it a small find and took elevations and pictures.


Meanwhile the workmen unearthed some bones.  As we investigated further we found they were a radius and ulna.  A humerus had been broken during excavation.  It was mixed in with the animal bones in KT 5.  I made a new KT bag, KT 9, for the human bones that had already been removed, however each of these KT bags may have some of the other type of bone mixed in with them.


Since tomorrow is the day off we decided not to uncover the burial further.  We cleaned the section very well in the hope that we could see the line of the burial pit.  We also scraped and leveled the floor.  We covered the bones with a bag and then fresh dirt so hopefully they will stay undisturbed until the bone people get to them day after tomorrow.
