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L13 was very similar to that of L12 and L11, where by there was a little bit of mudbrick mixed with silty soil.  L14, however, produced a whole mudbrick in East Baulk and the North Baulk had some mudbrick with some ash underlying it.  Underneath the ash there was a layer of fine, silty soil.  Both the ash and the silty lenses were fairly thin, about 35-40cm x 6cm and 35-40cm x 10cm, respectively.  I took a photo and a soil sample.  Both lenses ran from almost the middle of the North Baulk into the Northeast corner of the sounding.
