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Today we closed three loci: L11, L14, L18. In L14 we didn’t find anything, which proves that this locus is pure fill at this time. As we estimated before L11 as not a wall, and we removed the floating stones and the mud brick as well. One of these stones appears to be grindstone. The most interesting spot in the sounding part of the Trench 1 is L18. We found large there amount pottery. Part of it, according to Bradley is Ubaid. We found couple big shells, well preserved and a loom weight (ceramic). Bradley suggested that this small find could be a spindle. We found also a strange artifact in the same level (approximately 587.00-586.94): a stone with not very deep concavity in the middle of it.

The purpose of this artifact is not clear. It could be appliance for making of fire. This artifact is well known among local people. 

We went down about 0.10 m in L16 and so far there is no clear suggestion about any structure. At the same time L17 is more clear as wall or foundation of the wall. There is between the wall stones filling made by harden lumps small pebbles and mud.

The big pit (L19) remains the same.
