Today in the sounding area we closed L22. We found out that there is two more or less certain mud bricks left from the hypothetical mud wall. Hence we can’t see enough satisfactory the outlines or the shape of the wall. 

We went down another five to ten cm in the rest of the sounding area: L24, L25. We found a lots of pieces of obsidian. According to Bradley the amount of obsidian found today exceeds the amount for whole week in KT. Variety of ceramics came out and the carbon as well. After sweeping the dist from the surface, appeared two or three ashy spots. This suggests that we are maybe in the complex of pits. The mud brick wall could be part of this complex. 
We went down about ten cm in the higher part of the trench: L30, L31. Here we found just a few pieces ceramic. The workers were complaining that it is hard to dig the earth in L31. Bradley thinks that we are in the compact mud wall, crossing the trench from SW to NE.
