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Today the mud wall in the higher part of the trench became more clear. We could distinguish the mud bricks of the wall in the balk. Maybe this is a part of fortification. About ten cm below in L30 we could see clearly red line of another wall in the left SW corner of the trench. Bradley thinks that this could be foundation of the tower.

In the sounding we closed today L24, considering it as L25, because of identical finds. In L25 we still have strong evidences for domestic activity. We have again huge amount pottery including a piece of ceramic strainer (E2, L25, KT#23 SF). Besides that we found a ceramic slag (E2, L25, KT#21 SF) in the SE balk of the sounding. We didn’t hit the floor yet.

The wall (L33) maybe is part of this complex or maybe is a house wall dividing inner part of the house and outdoor activity (Lynn’s idea).
