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In the higher part of the trench today we opened four new loci: L36, L37, L38, L39.

In the left corner (SW) of the trench we saw yesterday promising reddish stain, which turned out to be a part of the mud brick wall. Another mud wall seems to cross the trench from SE corner into L35. Bradley thinks that all three walls are part of one and same construction. One possibility is that this is edge of fortification wall with foundation for the tower. 

In the sounding area we found out that the mud brick wall (L33) does not continue underneath. At the same time it seems like we already passed trough the layer with abundant evidences of domestic activity. This maybe shows that the mud brick wall and the complex with fireplaces are synchronic.
