Locus 7 was cleaned and we began to see some possible pits and mudbrick pieces. However, as we do not have enough time to pursue this locus we decided to focus on loci 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13. We started by continuing to excavate locus 10 by 8-10cm. We also scraped the eastern area of wall (locus 9) and we excavated locus 13 in order to establish the exact position of loci 9 and 12 that were partially obscured by debris. While locus 12’s was clear locus 9 was still ill-defined because of the large quantity of mudbrick debris and the ashy soil. 

In locus 10 we noted a cobbled floor (locus 14) with pebble inclusions and we planned to excavate locus 14 in its entirety. By the end of the day we had defined locus 14 and we cleaned the trench and took photographs. On top of locus 14, within locus 10, we found three or four chalcolithic sherds for analysis. Therefore we believe the wall and floor may be chalcolithic in date. 

We attempted to excavate locus 14 toward locus 9 but we discovered that locus 14 may be stratigraphically below another floor that had previously been dug through and we had not been able to identify at the time.
