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Today I excavated the human remains in the eastern corner of the L65 (L62). The skeleton lay just within the erosion line, and was probably cut into the tepe during a later period. We could barely discern a pit line, and only a few of the vertebrae, ribs and 1 leg were recovered.

 I also removed wall L43, revealing subsurface L64 and opened L65, a general fill level, which now covers most of the pit.

 In L58, we excavated an ash pit L63, which contains very few artifacts within its fine ashy soil.
