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After removing L81, the section to the north of L45 is an series of parallel loci (L86, 84, and 87). I plan to excavate in a left to right direction to determine the nature of each locus in turn and to clarify which are fill and which are features. I haven’t been able to concentrate my efforts on this area, so it has mostly been dug a few cm at a time. L86 seems to be a mixed gray fill, and I encountered an ash lens in the area north of the western corner of L45. 

Most of the day was spent finishing the removal of surface L78. I took a soil sample (3 L) and the entire floor was a total of (149 L). 

The other area of activity is the former L80, now L85. L85 contained a series of flat lying sherd levels, which may have been multiple floor layers, but they were too scattered for any absolute assertion to be made. As a result, I lumped them into a single locus. Beneath this, L88 is a layer of light gray fill with carbon inclusions, small pebbles and fill material. In the baulk, the division between L88 and the locus beneath it L90 is clearly visible as a black line, although during excavation we blew through this layer in the easternmost portion. L90 may either be a floor surface or another fill layer, and beneath it is a thick layer of medium sized stones – possibly evidence of production activities. 

After removing the mudbrick slump to the south of this area, the small stone wall (L92), which began in pit L74 continues to extend westward, although it did not appear at all in L75. 

In the western half of the trench, I began to excavate the subfloor area, in an attempt to find the bottom of L72 and 70. I began to remove stones from L70 when it seemed as if we had reached the bottom, but the wall continues deeper into the ground. In between the stones was a conglomerate rock of small pebbles and some thin quartz residue. I will have to wait until I finish excavating the subfloor and fill levels before I can remove the rest of L70. I also brought L77 and L73 down to the level of their associated loci (L100 and 89 respectively. Once I remove L79, the entire area to the south of L45 will become L100.

 It rained heavily today, which eroded some of the features and led to a layer of caked mud on the walls and floor surfaces.
