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Today I tried to level the trench of to the sounding level (L45), since the trench is mostly fill contexts at the moment. We excavated in L103 and should be able to finish bringing this section down on the 11th. The pottery from this locus is a mixture of EB and Ubaid and the entire locus is mixed fill. We also continued to dig the ash pit L105, which contains primarily EB sherds. We also found a few sherds from an oven installation. The pit began as a crescent shape (roughly 1m x .5m), but it is slowly taking the shape of a circle. 

We also continued to bring L104 down. The soil is a very hard gray clay with white chalk and carbon flecks. At the end of the day there were slight color distinctions, which may represent a wall and a pit. 

We were unable to work on L101 due to time constraints, but I determined that the locus is fill with ashy deposits, rather than a series of ash pits. 

We identified a row of bricks that had been obscured by stone wall L70, and it is possible that this is a mudbrick wall beneath the stones. To the north of this wall, in the ashy fill, is a line of gray ash, which may be ashy deposits pushed up against the wall. 

In L100, I found a lot of organic pseudomorphs which also appears in the conjoining layer of L103. The residue was scattered and didn’t seem to indicate a floor or mudbricks. There appears to be a lot of activity emerging in this area. 

Abutting the small stone wall (L92) are another series of bricks, which have a distinct golden color when wet. There bricks may connect to the wall near L101, and they also seem to extend beneath L90. In this area, I was only able to dig a few cm, and it is clear that the stones do not cover the area beneath L88. The surface beneath L88 is a packed mud layer (grayish color) with grain imprints. This may be a surface associated with or lying beneath the stone cluster, although it is to small to make any determinations. I will continue in these areas on the 11th in addition to in L101.
