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The area of the trench has been subdivided to include the larger general area where the red bricky soft soil was removed. The other area is a narrow stepped up area abutting the south wall which presents the idea of being a wall, but more articulation is necessary before it is more clearly identified.

The thick layer of the red soil (in some areas as much as .60 meters) does seem to have expanded throughout most of the trench. The east end of the trench presents a collapsed brick (south towards north) formation possibly sitting on to of a surface. We will define this better today.

Stairs were cut out of the north baulk for easier access to trench

A floor and baulk area on the northeast quadrant display a quantity of burned brick but mostly fragments were found. One almost entire brick chunk was picked up for flotation. It is unclear where in a possible structure this oven or fireplace may have stood, or what relation it had to any structure. We plowed through most of it as the red soil was being removed. It appears from the wall signature that this oven (for tandur bread) would have been rectangular in shape, a permanent structure. Or it could have been a fireplace.

The relationships between the oven, the collapsed brick, and the surfaces are not definite at this point.

A darker soil area next to the west baulk ending approximately 1.5 meters from the northwest corner will have to be rechecked as a feature.
