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We’ve started removing the fill around the walls in L2030 and 2032, and then 2031.

L2032 has a lot of pottery in it, including some larger fragments of definite Late Chalco shapes.

L2030 seems to have a pebbly concentration near the corner of 2033/2034 walls – possibly a surface that may be traced?

During the removal of 2032, some of the NE corner of 2029’s brick platform was chopped off inadvertently.  Fortunately, the photos and measurements from June 6th preserve this corner.

The soil along the W edge of 2034 in L2031 is very burnt and ashy with burnt brick and ceramic fragments.
