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I took a HAP sample (50 by 50 cm) from surface 2035.  The sample was locataed along the wall 2034.  Because the surface is so patchy, it is difficult to tell what belongs and what doesn’t.  The process began by removing the HAP area and then popping off from those edges through the rest of the surface area.  The soil that came off was often thick – up to 3.5 cm thick.  The pebbly patch in the SW corner of 2035 came off easily and ran up to (and perhaps under?) wall 2033.  When 2033 is removed, the relationship will become clearer perhaps.  The HAP float of 2 liters was 1/8 of the total 16 liter surface, excluding the HAP sample area.  The HAP sample was not measured but was approximately 2 liters as well. 

I thought perhaps wall 2034 continued west for another 0.5 m or so, but this could not be confirmed upon closer inspection after scraping.

The last operation of the day was to small pick across 2031.  The cleaning was not finished by the end of the day.
