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As the workers continued to take down 2031, 2032 and 2036, I continued to travel in the mudbrick platform 2033.  I took of the 2 cm thick area that I saw consisting of mudbrick and found fill underneath.  This fill I renamed 2037.  There were large 5 cm thick chunks of this fill that popped off around some flat-lying potsherds but I don’t think it was a surface.  The pebble surface in the corner of 2033 and 2034 (L2035) continued under the fill southwards for approx. 4 cm, so the surfaces precedes the installation of 2033.  Wall 2034 also precedes 2033 because there is a potsherd standing vertically flush against the E side of 2034 right where 2033 touched it, suggesting that 2033 was built up against 2034.

On the W side of 2034 we reached the bottom of the wall, later the E side too.

A red bricky area in the NW has a very clear dividing line between it and the ashy soil to its E.  I gave this area L2038.  The S border is more ambiguous.  After further scraping, it was still not distinct.

NOTE::::::::As I was trying to draw in this area, the measurements weren’t lining up with the other loci so I checked the trench measurements.  In fact it is larger than I thought.  IT was a mistake to base my plan on the previous season’s numbers rather than checking them.  In fact the trench is 4.45 by 4.3 m.  The new dayplans will reflect this.

After breakfast we removed the fill under 2033 down to the working level of the trench as 2037.

With Bradley’s help, I articulated the bricks in wall 2034.  The N spur of the wall had maximum 2 courses of staggered bricks.  The S wall spur seemed to have only 1 course.  In the process of removing the wall, my impressions changed.  The first course of bricks popped off easily in 9 or 10 cm thick chunks everywhere.  The second layer, probably because it is less dry, was less easy to remove.  Even so, I was able to pop off what I thought was a second course in the S spur at the same level as the N spur.  The two unusual areas were the W end of the S spur, which has a 12 cm thick brick, and the N end of the N spur, which became very thin and difficult to define bricks.

Current thiking suggests that the wall 2034 was built upon an ash layer (now split between 2031, 2036, 2032).  Thereafter, surface 2035 formed to its east, and later 2033 was added to abut 2034.
