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Today a number of new loci were opened as yesterday’s rain and the morning light were conducive to seeing several mud brick features. One includes at least two parallel running walls each averaging 40 cm in width or a single brick row. These two walls are joined at right angle corners by a third north-south running wall that may continue north into L7145 where it either thickens to a width of 50-60 cm or possibly there is two parallel rows of walls with a thin gap in between.

To account for these new features, L7151 was closed and the fill south of the southern-most wall was opened as L7177. This brown (7.5 YR 4/3) medium to coarse fine silty clay fill matrix was excavated 10 cm with hand picks and trowels discovering a thinly plastered surface in the north-central area of the locus which is perhaps bonded with wall 7178. Locus 7178 was designated to all of the new walls since they are joined at corners making them into a single unit. 
Also within 7177 was uncovered a mud brick platform in the southeast corner of the locus. This platform was opened as L7183, a reddish yellow (5 YR 6/6) coarse mud brick feature with at least four bricks, two of which are burnt at the edges. Clear gray or white mortar lines are visible. This platform runs into the eastern baulk and continues into trench F2 where it is designated as L2029.
The fill between the two walls of 7178 was opened as L7179. This brown (10 YR 4/3) medium to fine clay matrix fill was also excavated 5-10 cm with a hand pick and trowel though no features such as a surface were uncovered. Locus 7173 was also leveled with hand trowels. 
Finally plaster surface L7170 was excavated using the Household Archaeology Protocol (HAP). The actual HAP sample (KT1) had been removed on June 4th so the rest of the surface was excavated, measured, and screened at a ratio of 100% using a ¼ inch sieve. Two heavily burnt mud bricks were recovered from this locus (KT5) as well as ash and debris in the eastern portion of the surface which could possibly be slump from the destruction on neighboring wall 7154.
