The first task was to finish clearing 8029 by flattening the trench and straightening the baulk/corners.  Nothing new was observed so the entire trench was big-picked again.  The soil is still a mix of ashy, clumpy mud-brick debris/decay.

At the end of this pass, I couldn’t see anything nor could the other excavators in area F, so we started big picking again, but did not finish before the end of the day.  

Later, Andy Creekmore came by and confirmed an observation I hade made earlier but disregarded.  He saw a line running SW-NE dividing a dark ashy section with more yellowish soil.  We covered the line with a tarp, hoping that the moisture might make things more visible tomorrow.
