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The guys continued the removal of 8033.  There may be color differentiation towards the N between an ashy area and an orange area.

Next came the removal of wall 8034.  The first course came off easily with 8 to 9 cm chunks.  The second course was also clear, but more difficult because it is drier. The size of the bricks is an estimate and a guess because the wall was in such bad shape, pitted by animal holes and gaps, and because it was exposed so long that to scrape it would make it all fall apart.  My estimate is 8 by 22 by 45 cm.  They seemed to be staggered on top of each other.

The former 8030 was joined to the area under 8033 and since these two areas are higher than the rest of the trench, this locus is being taken down as 8038. Because of a dust storm, this task was not finished before the day was over.  The locus produced two andiron fragments, KT 4 and 5.
