Weekly Trench Summary

I began this week by cleaning and getting the loci back down to good context.  Since the 2001 season, F9 has become extremely contaminated with outside material.  This week was a pretty short week but a lot of dirt was moved.

There are two main features to discuss thus far however.  One, L9030 appears to be the side of a large pit, which explains the heavy ash layer in the Northern baulk of L9027.  Compare notes with F7 next week because if this accurate the pit should continue into that trench.

The second feature that I will be looking into in more depth is a possible wall in L9031.  We at first thought it was clearly this feature but now believe that we may have misinterpreted it because the layer to the East of the wall appears to be similar coloring.  I will pay more close attention next week and see what we can unearth.
