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This morning the lines of the second wall, in the southern part of the trench, were outlined very clearly. Thus we started to dig around it in order to express better the shape of this wall. Now this is L 19. The trapezoid area in SE part of the trench turned out to be inside of the new wall and it is now L 18. Unfortunately we didn’t receive much artifacts from this locus so far. We were trying unsuccessfully to develop eventually floor surface in L 16, which is inside of the first wall (L 15). There is a small extension of SE part of the first wall (L 15) towards NW, abrupt because of destruction. Whole situation presents
A complex containing two (or three) rooms, possibly from Chalcolithic period. Besides not very rich ceramic material we found randomly some animal bones (L 17: KT# 4,6; l 16 KT# 5) and a few lithics (L 17: KT# 5,7; L 16: KT# 3).
