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Today we focused our attention mainly on the wall – L 21. We were trying to trace possible walls associated with L 21. Unfortunately all what we could catch were two spots with bigger concentration of chunky coarse sand and mud, and pebbles. They could be eventually remainder of a wall connecting the two grounding stones in NE and SW parts of the trench. While articulating the felt chunks of the wall in L 21, we came across of cobbles placed in its NE seeable end. They outlined three rows. Today we completely removed the fireplace – L 24.
