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We began today by opening Locus 96, the pebble-cobble street running N-S through the center of the trench. We made one pass with the big pick. While the workmen completed that Locus, Barish and I took out Locus 99 in the Southeast corner of the trench. Locus 99 is an erosional fill zone that we took down to the level of the street in Locus 96. We then took out Locus 100, running along the eastern edge of the trench. Locus 100 is separated from the street (Locus 96) by a wall (Locus 98). It is our belief that Locus 100 could represent a subfloor fill or rooms for an associate building behind the wall (Locus 98). While the workers worked on Locus 100, Barish and I began removing Locus 97, an area of compact silt beginning in the NW corner of the trench. Here we discovered a stain that could represent a 2nd millennium oven near the bottom of the Locus. The possible oven has been given Locus 101. We then began to delineate the architecture in Locus 98, and in the process discovered two clay disks (KT # 1 and 2). We then removed the rocks from the wall (Locus 98) after determining there was no further architecture or connecting walls.
