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Today we began by cleaning the trench for closing and opening photographs. We then removed Locus 118, the pebble/cobble street in the eastern portion of the trench. Next we removed pit 116, in order to determine if it crosscut the emerging mud-brick wall in Locus 118 and 121. We then attempted to detail this wall in Locus 119 by bringing it down to the level of the street, Locus 118. After failing to find the wall in Locus 119, we began to bring down the wall in Locus 108, attempting to define the nature and date of the wall. The wall is probably a foundation wall associated with the second millennium pit in Locus 101 with the fill below the wall belonging to the Ubaid. While the workers removed the wall and fill, I began to take down Locus 122 in an attempt to define the mudbrick extensions of wall Locus 117. Shavash discovered a possible pot burial near the bottom of the locus (new Locus 123). Next we began to scrape down Locus 121 to attempt to delineate the mudbrick architecture, but found none after bringing down the Locus 5 cm. The wall fill in Locus 108 revealed a surface below some mudbrick collapse. The surface was blackened by fire and covered in mudbrick and plaster suggesting that the surrounding walls fell in on this surface.
