The primary focus of our first week of excavations was in cleaning the loci and removing the second millennium pebble/cobble street running roughly north-south through the center of the trench. The street was excavated in seven loci (85, 91, 96, 102, 106, 111, and 113) spanning roughly 90 cm. Our primary objective was to bring the trench down into Ubaid contexts, however we were proceeding as quickly and carefully as possible in these Loci.


The eastern half of the trench was primarily filled with erosional fill loci. It was not until Locus 115 and Locus 113 (a pebble/cobble street surface) that the eastern half of the trench contained primary contexts. In the northwest corner of the trench, beginning in the Locus 97 we began to uncover Ubaid ceramics. In Locus 108, it appears that we have a stone-wall with associated Ubaid ceramics and artifacts running into the north and west baulks of the trench.
