Weekly Summary

6/16/2007 – 6/21/2007


This week our primary focus was on the definition of wall Locus 159 uncovered on the 17th and the areas to the north of the wall. By the end of the week it became apparent that the area to the north of the wall (Loci 162, 164, and 167) represented the burnt mudbrick collapse layer uncovered in Trench D4, suggesting that Locus 159 represented the southern wall for that building.  In the southern portion of the trench we uncovered an oven (Locus 166) and the oven’s foundation (Locus 169, which was characterized by a burned layer of soil on top of a layer of cobbles and potsherds. In Locus 154 we uncovered a pot burial (Locus 155) of an infant that was surrounded by an unfired clay pot. The key finds of the week all were located in the burnt collapse of Locus 167 and included: three stone axes (KTs 14, 19, and 20), two whole pots (KTs 28 and 29), several pieces of body adornment (KTs 4, 5, 6, 16, 21, and 22), an obsidian blade (KT 18), three bone tools (KTs 2, 3, and 17) and a possible door socket (KT 1).
