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After a clean of the trench in the morning, we first discovered that L166 had indeed ended, which is not what we had expected yesterday.  Our refreshed brains this morning were able to recognize and identify the exposed layer as a floor, which became L168.  This locus is on the north side of wall L157, stretches to the northern baulk in the center of the trench, and to the eastern baulk around L159.  It is a large surface consisting of many stones and pebbles, as well as flat-lying potsherds and visible bones and lithics. It was best preserved near the southeast corner of the locus and adjacent to the ashy surface in the corner north of the wall that is now L167. We took a HAP sample from this area. The rest of the locus was patchy, its best preservation being nearest the wall. We removed this locus at a depth of about 5 cm. It was filled with 2 large bags of pottery, a lot of bone, and lithic, as well as large samples of carbon which we took for carbon dating.

Previously one section of wall had shown no trace of mudbricks even after repeated scrapings. This morning, however, we glanced at it and immediately saw mudbricks. This section is near the southeast corner of the trench, about 160 cm, from this corner. Now we can clearly see two rows and one partial row of bricks. This will be added to the plan of the wall. We hadn’t expected for L166 to end so suddenly and discover an earlier surface underneath it, and so we were unable to Munsell or definitively measure it. Today we also continued to excavate in L162 and L159, as well as beginning excavation on L167. In L162 and L159 we found much the same thing that we had previously uncovered. The dimensions of L159 have changed slightly since the removal of L166; today it included a line of dirt along the eastern baulk which met L167. This means that either the activity of this area changed through time or its dirt has leaked into the abutting surfaces. Possibly part of this locus is clearly older than L166 since it underlies L166 in this area, instead of the two loci simply abutting each other. In L162, nothing new or unusual was produced or revealed. L167 is the ashy context in the southeast corner north of the wall. It has very different soil consistency than L166, L168, and L159, and has produced multiple burned artifacts. When removed to the bottom of L168, it still had not ended. Its edges continue to bleed into the abutting surfaces, making it difficult to define any borders. 

Additionally, we continued to excavated L160, we have found two mudbricks extending from part of the wall; the brick that attaches to the wall can be seen on the wall in section. These bricks however, are only two; they are long and do not meet anything currently visible. L160 has smatterings of other mudbricks, but these are the only consistent ones. Possibly they are from construction of a yet unknown feature or from wall collapse. The rest of L160 produced a fair amount of pottery, bone, and lithic, but still appears to be fill. But because it seems to be of a fairly good context, the removal f L153 is becoming promising.
